Context

Large geographic extent: 2,000+ sg mi
(Oregon side)

Complex land cover

PDX: 164 varieties of street trees!

Tiny portion is QUGA




Process

2012: collected field samples

2014-15: community science, pro field work

2015-16: create remote sensing oak model

® models over- or under-counted oaks

2017: Decided to map by hand using
aerials

Completion date: June 2018 (OR side)




Results

- Data characteristics / issues
— Points, not trees
— Consistency (several people mapped)
— Aerial photo quality
— Limited false positives but some missed trees
— Likely caught all significant oak stands

— Omitted highest elevation areas

Only ~10% of oaks are protected
